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EFFECT OF EARLY BILINGUAL ON CHILDREN’S MENTAL DEVELOPMENT 
Bilingualism is a very common phenomenon in today's world. In modern society, knowledge of several languages simplifies a person’s life.  Of particular interest is a phenomenon of child’s bilingualism as a child has  learning languages easier than in adulthood.

The phenomenon of bilingualism has long attracted the attention of many researchers. In particular, psycholinguists are interested in how bilingualism affects on mental processes, particularly thinking and personal characteristics of the person. Since the beginning of the twentieth century, gained rapid development debate whether bilingualism is good for early child’s development.

In 1915 I. Epstein  suggested that the formation of one association of two different words leads to conflicts in the broadcasting operations. The result is a slowing rate of overall cognitive development. G. Shuhardt compared bilingual person with a bow that has two strings, each of which weakens another.

However, L. Vygotsky pointed out the impossibility of the negative impact of bilingualism. In particular, W. Stern has shown that bilingual people are easier to master a third language. Recent studies of American scientist Lynch indicates that bilingual children socialization is more efficient, develop their social intelligence is earlier than their peers who speak only one language.

The period from birth to six years is sensitive for the development of speech. At this time, the child does not need to study the grammatical rules of language and language acquisition as very productive. However, to some languages are not confused with each other, you need to follow certain rules of training. Thus, in 1913 French linguist Jean Ronzha first formulated the principle of "one other person - one language" as the optimal strategy for mastering two languages.

Thus, in our view, the child study several languages at an early age promotes flexibility of thinking, amount of operational memory, effectively switching and concentration. This is due to the fact that the possession of several languages provides multiple ways of thinking, each of which has a logical structure and patterns.

However, the combination of several kinds of cultural traditions that appear in different languages, can contribute to the development of social and emotional intelligence. Also, the child who owns several languages, has more channels for perception data from the information field. We believe that the bilingual child can significantly ahead of its peers in terms of mental development, as it may look at the world around and people widely,  analyzing more aspects of social interaction.

So we can assume that early bilingualism has a positive effect on the psychological   child’s development is a  subject to the principles of optimal mastery of languages.
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
