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INTRODUCTION

Vilnius EU summit in November 2013 had to start counting not only a new stage of cooperation between Ukraine and the European Union, but the Ukrainian-Polish relations. Of course, a positive decision for Ukraine this forum is not mean to extinction problems in relations between our country and the European community as a whole and its individual Member States. Poland strongly lobbied the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the European Union, despite the anti-democratic actions of the Ukrainian government headed by Viktor Yanukovych. Only during the 2013, presidential Bronislaw Komorowski and Viktor Yanukovych met six times in different formats. Even signed application Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in 2013 – 2015 years. Of concrete steps the European integration process [1].

Disclaimer Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine headed by Mykola Azarov and President Viktor Yanukovych of the Association Agreement November 21, 2013 led to a sharp strain socio-political situation in Ukraine, Euromaidan Revolution and dignity.

According to experts, the sudden rejection now former Ukrainian government towards the end of European and brutal dispersal of peaceful action participants, among whom were citizens of Poland was a shock for most Poles.

UKRAINIAN-POLISH DIALOGUE: WINTER 2013 – 2014
Relations between Ukraine and Poland were in the worst phase for many years. The dialogue was keep to a minimum. Scheduled for December 2, 2013 meeting of the presidents B. Komorowski and Yanukovych canceled at the end of November. Heads of State had to open a new checkpoint at the border, but November 29th event was suddenly lowered to the level of deputy prime ministers. And on December 2, a few hours before the opening of the checkpoint, it was reported that there were no representatives of the Ukrainian government did not. Was also canceled Entrepreneurs Forum, which was held the same day with the participation of Deputy Prime Ministers of Ukraine and Poland.

Research Director, Institute for Euro-Atlantic Cooperation Oleksandr Sushko in December 2013 suggested that the Poles “will not be cut” opportunity for communication with the Ukrainian authorities. “This channel of communication between the EU and Ukraine will remain President Komorowski. Poland is not interested in Ukraine was left alone with Russia, in complete isolation”, - said the expert. Yes, Sushko drew parallels with the situation, 2002-2004: “A similar situation was in 2002-2004, when Ukraine nobody wanted to communicate and Aleksander Kwasniewski was only “window” communication” [1].

A peculiar character marker Ukrainian-Polish relations from November 2013 and was Euromaidan catalyzed him of the event. Ukrainians and Poles on 21 November that year sang Ukrainian and Polish anthem on Independence Square, chanting completing this action “Together for decent and strong state! However, to the great European family!” But Euromaidan and caused extensive debate in Polish society on European perspectives Kyiv. “Previously, the Polish authorities automatically said Ukraine's membership in the EU and is routinely seeing in Poland. With the Euromaidan, thoughts were unrelated to politics, and not always favorable to Ukraine. However, the real discussion began eventual EU membership for Ukraine. This is something new”, - said Polish expert A. Sheptytsky.

Evidence of this is the survey Poles conducted by the Polish Radio. Here are some of them [2]. “I can not objectively assess the situation. Submission of information in Poland differs from other foreign media ... to understand what is happening on the Maidan should be in place. And to find out the real situation - should be on both sides of the fence”. Some of the respondents sympathized with the Ukrainian once in his home as “brothers in misfortune”, expressing confidence that they are held hostage to Kremlin. However, most Poles were confident that their state is unable to influence the resolution of the conflict in Ukraine. Attempts to negotiate with the Ukrainian authorities, in their view, is useless, in fact, as humanitarian assistance, which is on the border of weeks. The only thing, according to the Polish community, which can make the Polish government - is act systematically with the European Union.

Nevertheless, it is the official Warsaw and the Polish public found not only a high level of respect for the revolutionary events in Ukraine, but also identified with them and even have their direct participants. Yes, some Polish TV channels around the clock in the on-line reports from Kyiv were in critical and tragic at the same time for Ukrainian days of February 2014. All Polish television on Saturday evening February 1 activated video for the song “Bring hand Ukraine” with staff events in Kyiv. Many Poles – journalists, reporters, diplomats, politicians, students, human rights activists, volunteers and others - have become direct participants in the Third Revolution Square and dignity, and then the events in Eastern Ukraine.

The world watched reports from Kyiv Polish journalist Bartholomew Maslyankevycha. In particular, January 22, he and the operator was able to add a unique VIDEO as the golden eagle and the soldiers conscripts “skive” Hrushevskoho and street, chasing, beating protesters. At the end of the story Maslyankevych fearlessly approached the security forces and appealed to them (in Polish): “What are you doing?!? Why beat? Ukrainian You!” As a result, video Pole less than a day came on YouTube almost 140 thousand. Display.

Polish journalist and researcher scientist Macey Matseyovskyy participated in the dramatic events of 2013-2014 in Kyiv, made many reports. Now he conducts scientific research on “The role of Polish Ukrainian media coverage of the conflict”, the results of which are reported, including, the conference “The war in Ukraine from the perspective of human rights” held 9-10 November 2014 under the XXXI Human Rights Day at the Catholic University of John Paul II in Lublin.

In general, when we speak about mainstream of Polish media, it is all about support Maidan. According to the employee of the Institute of Philosophy and Sociology of the Polish Academy of Sciences Natalia Ryabinskoyi “Poles reacted to the events in Ukraine, because they are all the time parallels to 1989. However, now there are more parallels with 1981. The Poles have experience of the struggle of independence. I think this is the cause of such support Kyiv Maidan. Euromaidan – a phenomenon that struck the Poles. It showed that the Ukrainian people have, he is an active figure, it is not always agree with his policies and he is much vartisnishyy than his policies. He deserves absolute respect”.

UKRAINIAN-POLISH DIALOGUE: SPRING – SUMMER 2014
The new stage of Ukrainian-Polish relations was established in 2014 - with the change of authorities in Ukraine and Poland. The peculiarity of the period is the complexity of the situation in our country that after the events of the Revolution dignity had to respond to new challenges, actually being in a state of Russian-Ukrainian War.

In February of 2014 because of events Euromaidan changing political power of the country. Yanukovych February 22, 2014 the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine recognized as being unconstitutional manner withdrew from the exercise of constitutional powers. Performing the duties of the President of Ukraine in accordance with Article 112 of the Constitution of Ukraine was entrusted to the Chairman of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine Oleksandr Turchynov. In his role as Acting President of Ukraine Alexander Turchinov was from February 23 to June 7, 2014. In fact, during this period he was head of the Parliament (Verkhovna Rada), the head of government (the coordinator of government), acting President, and Supreme Commander. Thus, it can be called a person who de jure concentrated most in the new history of Ukraine authorities. These powers were granted Turchynov extraordinary period in Ukrainian history, bypassing the principle of separation of state and without any public discussion.

During this period, May 16, 2014 in Kiev was the VI meeting of the MFA of Ukraine and Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Poland under the chairmanship of the Foreign Ministers of the two countries. The event took place in the framework of the visit of Minister of Foreign Affairs of Poland Radosław Sikorski to Ukraine. During the council meeting, the parties discussed Ukrainian-Polish political dialogue, relations Ukraine – EU prospects of cooperation in the field of security and defense, cultural and humanitarian cooperation and cooperation within international organizations. Separately discussed the efficiency of bilateral cooperation mechanisms, organizing visits of high and highest levels. The focus of the talks was the subject of the settlement of the political situation in Ukraine, due to annexation by Russia ARC and supported by Russia separatist movements and terrorist organizations in the eastern regions of Ukraine. During the meeting, the heads of foreign ministries signed a cooperation plan between the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine and Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Poland in the years 2014 – 2015 [3].

Poroshenko on June 7, 2014 in the Parliament took the oath of allegiance to the Ukrainian people. However, even before the inauguration of President-elect made his first visit to Poland (3-4 June 2014) at the invitation of President Bronislaw Komorowski. Advisor to the President of Poland on international issues in the Roman Kuzniar comments Ukrinforma noted that the first foreign trip as president Poroshenko – Warsaw – a “recognition of the contribution of Poland's democratic changes in Ukraine and Poland efforts that Ukraine has found its place in the family of democratic European nations”.

Fourth of June, during the celebrations in Warsaw to mark the 25th anniversary of the first free elections since the fall of communism, Bronislaw Komorowski as expressed solidarity with Ukraine: “There can be no freedom without solidarity with Ukraine”. Thus Polish President paraphrased famous slogan “There can be no freedom without Solidarity”, which came into circulation simultaneously with the rise of social and political movements of the Polish “Solidarity” in the 1980s. However, Komorowski, in the presence of P. Poroshenko said that dreams of a reconciliation of the country with Russia.

Quite clearly, the attitude of the Russian-Ukrainian events in eastern Ukraine B. Komorowski formulated in an interview with German radio stations August 30, 2014 (the day before the anniversary of the Second World War). He warned Europe on the policy of appeasement of Moscow in connection with the Russian invasion of Ukraine: “At first demanded Crimea, now referred to mention other parts of Ukraine and all ask ourselves where it will end”. In his view, the policy of concessions to nothing lead. You cannot repeat the mistakes of the 1930s, when Europe was lacking the courage to stop revisionism and abuse at the hands of Germany. “Russia has carried out the invasion of Ukraine”, - said B. Komorowski. He said that Europe and the Western world is facing the problem of how to respond effectively. The question is whether to keep President Putin and Russia on the construction of new areas of influence, which would mean the restoration of the Russian Empire. In his view, we are not talking only about political interests, much of what will be Europe. Sanctions against West Russia Komorowski considers justified and necessary. However, he insisted on building “east side” of NATO. “The weakness of the potential victim may encourage aggression. Conversely, the force discourages aggressive”, - Komorowski said, adding that he stands for strength. At the same time strengthening security requires greater costs for upgrading troops, said the Polish president and reiterated that Putin wants to revive the lost Soviet empire [4].

As the Polish politician and economist Marcin Svyentsytskyy: “We see great threat from Russia. First of all, this threat is to destabilize Ukraine. We do not want to convert the whole Ukraine and Crimea and Donbas know how many European integration has brought Poland. Therefore, it is important to Ukraine took the norms and principles of the European market to become free from corruption country. That is why we are concerned, this Russian aggression and destabilization of Ukraine, which cannot be justified” [5].

Considerable hopes pinned on the Polish authorities reformatting power in Ukraine. Special elections for members of Parliament of Ukraine took place October 26, 2014. In early December, was a new government of our country?
UKRAINIAN-POLISH DIALOGUE: AUTUMN – WINTER 2014
In the Republic of Poland in 2014 and accounts for changes in government. The Polish government September 22, 2014 led Ewa Kopacz (formerly spikier Parliament), replacing Donald Tusk in office, elected in late August President of the European Council. Ewa Kopacz became the second female representative at the head of the Polish government in history – after Suchocha Anna, who was in office from 1992 to 1993. Radoslaw Sikorski's successor as Minister of Foreign Affairs of Poland in the new government was Grzegorz Schetyna. Sam Sikorsky September 24, 2014 was elected Marshal of the Polish Sejm.

Remarkably, the first day in office, the head of the European Council, Donald Tusk, outlining priorities (protect its borders and help neighbors who support the values of the European Union), and stopped on events in Ukraine. The politician said: “We all want peace and stabilization there, in the East, but it has to be the world price Ukraine, price concessions or surrender to the aggressive policies”.

Poland expects Ukraine, above all, concrete steps in line with European integration. Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Poland in Ukraine, Ph.D. Henryk Litwin said: “We are confident that this process of modernization of the State economy. This change will help to solve specific problems. There are a number of topics, which always come back at management level. The problem was that Ukraine always had time elected position and be “between”. Ukraine currently makes his choice”. The symbol of these changes Henryk Litwin uvyraznyv in seemingly insignificant at first glance, but very specific and eloquent fact: 14 years ago, the winery was a memorial plaque reminiscent of an important meeting Petlyury Pilsudski and 1920. However, only November 11, 2014 held its official opening. As the Ambassador: “This represents a lot of detail for what awaits Poland, is not contrary to the interests of Ukraine”.

Polish diplomats emphasize not only the importance of the size of government communications, and note the importance of contacts between Ukrainian and Polish, which greatly intensified, thanks to the universities, community organizations and initiatives. In particular, now in Poland is about 15 thousand. Students from Ukraine officially enrolled at Polish universities, and further it can be an important factor in the movement of Ukraine into the European community. A striking example of this cultural and scientific cooperation can also serve numerous Ukrainian-Polish conferences, symposiums, “round tables” and so on.

Among Ukrainian politicians, scientists, ordinary Ukrainian in recent years rooted perception of Poland as an “advocate of Ukraine in Europe” and as a reliable strategic partner. Adherence to close Ukrainian-Polish relations balances political and economic activity in both countries, and promotes transformational processes within both societies, provides the common international strategic course to join the European and transatlantic integration structures. Of course, it is desirable that the current “new era” Ukrainian-Polish cooperation with affected substantial intensification of political, economic, cultural and humanitarian cooperation, particularly in the context of the program of cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in 2014 – 2015 years. This should contribute to significant base of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation over the past almost two and a half decades of existence of post-bipolar world and Europe without dividing confrontational “walls” and “curtains”.

As the Polish researcher Adam Lelonek: “The attitude of Polish society to Ukraine and its pro-Western aspirations has never been so positive. This happens despite the numerous initiatives Russian propagandists in Poland and the world”.

It is quite optimistic vision for interaction between the two countries – Ukraine and Poland – of Ambassador of Ukraine to Poland A. Deshchytsya. The latter said: “... I see the willingness of Poland and the level of the president and the level of government, Marshal of the Sejm and the Senate – I see readiness to support Ukraine as far as Ukraine is required. Poland is aware that the stability of Ukraine, its security – a guarantee of stability and security in Poland”.

Crucial that the November 28, 2014 Polish Sejm ratified Ukraine Association Agreement with the EU, and on December 4 Association Agreement ratified Senate of the Commonwealth. State visit of the President of Ukraine Poroshenko Warsaw 17-18 December 2014 Ukrainian side was expecting from him confirming an existing high level of cooperation between Ukraine and Poland, as well as marking a new perspective cooperation. On the Polish side Minister Jaromír Sokolovsky presidential hopes to the visit was “evidence of strategic partnership that unites Poland and Ukraine, and Poland readiness to support the pro Kyiv” [6]. Key to discuss during the visit had become a security issue, EU reforms, business and cooperation between the regions and the functioning of civil society.

During the visit of President of Ukraine met with Polish President Bronislaw Komorowski and Prime Minister Eva Kopacz and heads of chambers of the Polish parliament Bogdan Borusewicz and Radoslaw Sikorski. Poroshenko addressed a joint session of the Sejm and Senate of Poland, was present at the signing ratified by Ukraine Association Agreement with the EU – Bronislaw Komorowski has put his signature to the instrument act and agreed on a number of important for Ukraine bilateral projects [7]. On the first day of two-day visit Poroshenko addressed the National Assembly of the Polish state. His speech deputies heard two chambers of the Polish parliament, government and president. As noted Mr Komorowski such a situation, when the president of another country serving in parliament Poland, are extremely rare.

In assessing the current state of relations between the two countries, Ukrainian President suggested that Ukrainian-Polish cooperation is an example of creative and constructive interaction at different levels and areas. “A strong humanitarian support Ukraine by Polish and Polish state is extremely valuable to us and necessary”, - said Poroshenko.

He noted that the Ukrainian and Polish peoples come along a difficult path that left a legacy of much misunderstanding and discord. “It is important to seek historical truth and the truth is not politicizing difficult pages of our history”, - said Poroshenko. He recalled the words of B. Komorowski that past, even the most dramatic, should not divide Ukraine and Poland. The Ukrainian President stressed the need to make every effort to further reconciliation and unity of the two brotherly peoples. In addition to the challenges of our time, the president mentioned the difficult chapters of history between the two nations, quoting Pope John Paul II, referring to the famous formula: “sorry and apologize”. Representatives of the Polish public appreciated the fact that the President of Ukraine not avoid difficult issues in a speech last, very important for the Poles. In particular, Poroshenko mentioned in a speech before the National Assembly Volyn tragedy, while stressing that the common future cannot be build on the graves.

President of Ukraine praised the support of Poland during the dramatic events of late 2013–early 2014 – the square, the annexation of the Crimea and the Donbass aggravation. “In the early days of the Russian aggression ... was unanimously adopted Resolution Seimas of solidarity with Ukraine, the inviolability of its territorial integrity, sovereignty and independence and strong condemnation of the aggressive actions of the Kremlin”, - said Poroshenko. The President stressed that Ukraine is fighting for not only its independence and territorial integrity, and the generally recognized European value – freedom to choose your path and your future. “Revolution dignity reaches its goal only when the site of the European Union, I dream about it, you will be version Ukrainian. I dream that after the presidency will have the opportunity to stand Member of the European Parliament of Ukraine”, - said the president.

The highlight was the presentation of P. Poroshenko statement that Ukraine plans to put on the agenda of the abolition of non-alignment and start of real progress on the path to NATO membership.

During the visit concluded agreements on expansion of local border traffic, simplify the movement of Ukrainian and Polish citizens across the state Ukrainian-Polish border, training Ukrainian students in Poland and Polish specialists assist in the conduct of self-government reform in Ukraine. Facing Public meters. Lublin, President Poroshenko declared value for Ukraine Polish experience of decentralization of power and has announced its intention to initiate establishment of the Constitutional Commission to amend the constitution aimed at decentralization. Speaking about the importance of reform of the Polish experience in local government, the president emphasized the need for implementation as soon as possible a similar management model in Ukraine.

However, we consider that before the visit of the Ukrainian President to RP in some Polish media materials appeared that Ukrainian is not grateful for the support Poles are not incorporate them in negotiations with Moscow do not buy Polish coal. Visit to Poland was not the starting point for a trip to Brussels, President of Ukraine and, despite his success, tinted and problems that our country is going through in the modern world. “Bad apple” was simmering frustration with Europe's inability to reform Ukraine quickly.

Generally, stay Poroshenko state visit to the Republic of Poland and his talks with the leaders of the Polish state highlighted not only the positive aspects and future directions of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation, and outlined their possible problem field. It is important to realize that the Ukrainian side – the state and society – expect hard work as fast and efficient implementation of real reforms to successfully implement our course towards European and Euro-Atlantic integration. This drew attention and Head of the EU Delegation to Ukraine Ian Tombinski December 20, 2014, which, in particular, stressed that improving outlook; above all, it is necessary that in Ukraine there were changes and reforms. It is difficult to say at a time when the territory annexed by hundreds of thousands of people are displaced. However, reforms cannot be delayed. After all, time has shown, what is the price for what was not done for building a strong Ukrainian state that can confront threats.
CONCLUSION
Thus, the development of further cooperation of states Ukraine and Poland is living in understanding the lessons learned and develop promising paradigm relations. Conditionality interested parties caused by historical ties, territorial proximity, kinship cultures and languages, etc. strategic partnership. In particular, in the context of “incorporating” Ukraine format common European home, during the state visit of P. Poroshenko to Poland on 17-18 December 2014 noted that the peoples of the two countries are not only common past that has not always been easy, but also common European future. Bronislaw Komorowski said that Poland would continue to share its European integration experience and look for new ways to transfer its Ukrainian colleagues: “Ukraine has the right, we – the obligation to assist Ukraine in its defense and European integration”. However, further character Ukrainian-Polish relations as determined by the position of the two countries and the evolution of the geopolitical realities, especially in Europe, as well as the quality of Ukraine's progress towards a comprehensive translational cooperation with the EU.
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Summary
The article analyzes the nature, characteristics, challenges the current stage of Ukrainian-Polish relations in the new security challenges and changes all the essential architecture of international relations. Special attention is paid to the scientific analysis of the state and prospects of cooperation between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland in connection with the revolution of dignity and Russian-Ukrainian conflict of 2014.
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
