DNA is actually not well understood. The workings
of a single cell are so complex; no one knows the whole
of it. Yet the biotech companies have already planted
millions of acres with genetically engineered crops, and
they intend to engineer every crop in the world.

The concerns above arise from an appreciation of
the fundamental role DNA plays in life, the gaps in our
understanding of it, and the vast scale of application of
the little we do know. Even the scientists in the food and
drug administration have expressed concerns.
