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1. Explanatory Notes

A state as a historical phenomenon. General features of a pre-state society. Theories of state and law origin. A concept and attributes of a state. Sovereignty of a state, the people and a nation. A concept of functions of a state. Classification of state functions. A concept and elements of a form of a state. A form of sate rule: a concept and types. General characteristics of monarchies and republics. A form of state territorial system: a concept and types. A unitary state. A federation, a confederation, an empire. Political regime: a concept and types. Democratic and undemocratic regimes. A mechanism and an apparatus of a state. A concept and elements of a mechanism of a state. An apparatus of a state: concept and structure.
Theme 2.1.2. Law in the system of tools of social regulation

Modern concepts of law understanding. Aconcept of law, its attributes, system, structure, principles and functions. Socia value of law. Social norms and their types. A legal norm in the system of social norms, its characteristics and structure: disposition, hypothesis, sanction. A concept and basic forms of realization of legal norms: use, performance, observance and applying. Sources (forms) of law: a concept and their general characteristic. Classification of regulations. Correlation of a system of law and a system of legisaltion. A concept and forms of systematization of legal acts: codification, incorporation, consolidation.
Theme 2.1.3. Legal relations. Offences and legal responsibility

A concept, attributes and structure of legal relations. Subjects of legal relations, their classification. Legal personality of natural persons and legal entities. Objects of legal relations, their classification. A subjective right and a legal duty. Classification of legal relations. Legal facts as the basis to begin, change and stop legal relations.

A concept and types of legal conduct. Legitimate conduct, its attributes and types. Abuse of law as the special type of legal conduct. A concept of an offence, its attributes, composition and types. A concept, function, purpose and types of legal responsibility.

Theme 2.1.4. General characteristics of constitutional law as the leading area of ​​law Ukraine
A concept, a subject and a method of Constitutional law in Ukraine. The system of Constitutional law in Ukraine, its relationship with other branches of law. The place of Constitutional law in the system of national law of Ukraine. Constitutional and legal relations, their types, subjects and objects. Sources of Constitutional law: a concept, a system, types. A concept and basic features of the Constitution as the fundamental law of the state. Classification of constitutions. The implementation and legal protection of the Constitution.
General principles of the constitutional system of Ukraine. The constitutional fundamentals of the state and social system in Ukraine. The system of guarantees of the constitutional system of Ukraine.

A concept of democracy and its forms. Elections and Electoral law, its principles. Types of electoral systems, their general characteristics. The electoral system in Ukraine. A concept and types of referenda. The procedure of a referendum in Ukraine.
Theme 2.1.5. The constitutional system of bodies of state power of Ukraine. Legal basis of local self-government
The constitutional principle of separation of state power. A concept and basic features of a body of state power. The system of bodies of state power under the Constitution of Ukraine. The constitutional principles of organization and activities of public authorities.
Constitutional and legal status of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine: the formation, term of office, the structure, powers and ways of working. Place and role of the President of Ukraine in the constitutional system of Ukraine. The powers of the President of Ukraine, their classification. Acts of the President of Ukraine.

Place the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine in the system of state power. Constitutional and legal status of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine: structure, order of formation, main activities, acts. Ministries and other central bodies of executive power. Constitutional and legal status of local bodies of state power.

The judicial power in Ukraine. The system of courts of general jurisdiction under the Constitution of Ukraine. The Constitutional Court of Ukraine.

A concept and principles of local self-government. Local communities and bodies of local self-governments in Ukraine, their authorities.
Theme 2.1.6. Civil legal regulation of social relations

Civil law as a field of law, its methods, principles, a system and source. Civil legal relations: a concept, a structure. Legal capacity and capability of natural people and legal entities. Legal entities: a concept and attributes.

Ownership right: a concept, a content and form. Methods for acquisition and termination of a right on property. Subjects and objects of Intellectual property law.

A concept, types and conditions of contracts reality. Invalidity of transactions. A concept and types of civil contracts, order of their conclusion.

A concept, a target, grounds and conditions of civil responsibility. The general grounds of liability for property damage.

Theme 2.1.7. Fundamentals of  Law of Obligations and Inheritance Law 
A concept of obligation and its types. The grounds of obligations. Parties in obligations. Performance and grounds for termination obligations. Classification and general characteristics of means of fulfillment of obligations. Property legal and obligatory legal means of fulfillment of obligations. Civil responsibility for non-compliance of obligations.

A concept of succession and a right on inheritance. Types of inheritance. Objects of inheritance. Opening of inheritance. Testamentary succession. A concept, a form and a content of a testament. Illegality of a testament.

Inheritance by the law. Lines of inheritance by the law. Acceptance and rejection of inheritance. Escheated inheritance. Responsibility for testator’s debts. Protection and management of inheritance property. Registration of a right on inheritance.

A hereditary contract: a concept, features, parties, content, change and termination.
Topic 2.1.8. General characteristic of  Family Law Ukraine

Family law of Ukraine: a concept, a system, principles and sources. Family legal relations and their general characteristic. A concept of marriage, conditions and a procedure of its conclusion. Personal and property relations of a married couple. A marriage contract. Grounds and a procedure of termination of marriage. The regime of separated living of a married couple. Illigality of marriage.
Theme 2.1.9. Personal non-property and property legal relations of parents and children. Adoption. Guardianship and tutorship 
Personal non-property and property legal relations of parents and children. Deprivation of parental rights: grounds, a procedure and consequences. Renewal of parental rights. Taking a child away from parents without deprivation of parental rights.

Propert legal relations of parents and children about the property and maintenance.

Adoption: a concept, conditions, a procedure and legal consequences of adoption. Providing of adoption confidentiality. Revocation and cancellation of adoption, deprivation of adopter of the parental rights.

A concept and value of guardianship and tutorship of children. Grounds and a procedure of guardianship and custody of children. Rights of a trust child. Rights and duties of guardians and trustees.
Theme 2.1.10. Fundamentals of Criminal Law Ukraine
A concept, a subject, a system, tasks and principles of Criminal law of Ukraine. Characteristics of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. A concept and attributes of a crime, their classification. A composition of a crime. Criminal complicity. Repeated, totality and recidivism. Circumstances that exclude criminality of an act. Exemption from criminal responsibility.

Punishment and its types. Sentencing. Circumstances that mitigate and aggravate criminal responsibility. Exemption from punishment. Conviction. Special features of criminal responsibility of minors.

Ukraine Labour Law: a concept, a subject, principles and sources. Labor legal relations, their composition and characteristics. A concepts, parties, a content and types of a labour agreement. The procedure of making of a labour agreement. A concept and types of transfers to another job. Grounds for termination of a labour agreement. Termination of an employment contract by an employee. Termination of an employment contract by an employer.
Theme 2.1.12. Legal regulation of working and rest time, wages and labor discipline
A concept and types of working time. Overtime. A concept and types of rest time. Types of holidays, order of delivery. A concept of wages, its structure. State and contractual regulation of remuneration. Systems of wages payment. Organization payment of wages. Guarantees and compensation. A concept of labor discipline and methods of its providing. Internal labor schedule. Disciplinary responsibility in labor legal relations. Material responsible of subjects of labor relations. Individual and collective labor disputes, a procedure of their decision.

A concept, a subject, methods and sources of Commercial law. A concept, characteristics, types and principles of entrepreneurial activity. Entrepreneurship: a concept and attributes. Restrictions for business activities. Termination of entrepreneurship.

A concept and types of administrative compulsion. A concept, attributes and grounds of administrative responsibility. A concept and attributes of administrative offences. A composition of an administrative offence.

A system and types of administrative penalties. The measures of influence for minors. Administrative responsibility of minors.
Theme 2.1.15. Law-enforcement bodies of state power in Ukraine and their activities
