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1. Explanatory Notes

The Syllabus of the discipline “Fundamentals of Law” is based on “Guidelines for the development and execution of syllabus and course training programs of disciplines”, enacted by the decree from 16.06.2015 №37/roz.

This discipline is the base course for the entire higher education system, the theoretical basis of knowledge and skills that form the appropriate level of general student’s world view.
