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1. EXPLANATORY NOTES
The curriculum of the discipline "Civil Law" is developed on the basis of "Methodological instructions for the development and execution of educational and work curriculum of disciplines", put into action by the order of № 207/oд of 27.04.2018 .

The training of a lawyer is impossible without mastering by him the theoretical and practical knowledges of civil law. Because of the continuous updating of civil legislation, the place of academic discipline in the system of professional training of a specialist suggests not only the study of generally accepted civil-law postulates and the basic provisions of the current normative legal acts, but also the implementation of scientific analysis of legislation and practice of its application.
The purpose of this discipline is to make students understand and perceive legal regulation of civil relations and the formation of legal thinking based on the acquired legal knowledge.

The main tasks of studying the discipline is to prepare highly qualified specialists who are able to apply the rules of civil law to specific legal situations, detailed familiarization of students with the basic definitions of the discipline, history of civil law, the Civil Code of Ukraine and other legislation in this sphere.
 A special attention is payed to the issues of determining the participants of civil legal relations, their civil legal capacity and capability, the study of objects of civil legal relations, property rights, other institutes of civil law.

As a result of studying this academic discipline, a student must:

· subjects and objects of civil law;

· institutes of civil law;

· civil law terminology;

· legal ideas, views, theories of civil law as a branch of law and science.

Be able to:

· independently analyze civil-law phenomena;

· provide consultations on civil law issues;

· resolve by legal means different situations that arise in civil legal relations;

· conclude contracts;

· determine the grounds for the occurrence and termination of obligations;

· determine the procedure and grounds for engaging in tort liability;

· solve practical problems that arise when applying the rules of law to specific practical situations and to draw up relevant documents.


The educational material of the discipline is structured modularly and consists of six training modules, namely: 

· Training module №1 "General provisions of civil law"

· Training module №2 "General characteristics of the fundamentals of civil legal regulation. Ownership and other proprietary rights"

· Training module №3 "General Provisions of Obligations"

· Training module №4, "Contractual Obligations"
· Training module № 5 " Unilateral action obligations"
· Training module №6 "Non-contractual obligations"

Each of them is a logically complete, relatively independent, integral part of the academic discipline, the assimilation of which involves modular control work and analysis of the results of its implementation. 
       Seventh module is the Term Paper a student performs in the fifth semester. The course work is an important part of consolidating and deepening the theoretical and practical knowledge and skills acquired by the student in the process of mastering the discipline's educational material.

The academic discipline "Civil Law" is based on knowledge of such disciplines as: "Theory of Government and Rights", "History of State and Law of Foreign Countries", "History of State and Law of Ukraine" and is the basis for studying of such disciplines as: "Labor Law", "Family Law", "Housing Law" and others.

2.7 Module №7 «Term Paper»
In the fifth semester, students perform term paper (CW), in accordance with the approved methodological recommendations in the prescribed manner, in order to consolidate and deepen the theoretical and practical knowledge and skills acquired in the process of mastering the educational material of the civil law discipline which are used in the process of study of many subsequent disciplines for training of specialists with a basic and complete higher education.

The purpose of writing a course work is to improve and develop students' knowledge of civil law, to test their ability to work with literature, regulations, use legal terminology. In the course of writing a course work, the student should consider the history of the study of the topic, the basic concepts devoted to the studied problem and the options for its solution.

Term paper is performed by the student independently with the provision of teacher counseling.

Term paper should be printed on one side of sheets of white paper of A4 format.

The text is printed in 14 pt Times New Roman font with one and a half line spacing on 28-30 sheets. Handwriting should consist of 40 pages written on A4 paper.

Term paper must have a well-defined structure: table of contents, introduction, main part, conclusions, list of references, applications (if available). The list of topics of term paper the student should receive at the Department of Civil Law and Process.

Implementation, design and protection of the course work is carried out by the student individually in accordance with the methodological recommendations..

The time required to complete the course work - up to 36 hours of independent work.
