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A war crime is a violation of the laws and customs of war that leads to
individual criminal liability for acts committed by combatants during a conflict.
These acts include intentional acts such as the intentional killing of civilians or
prisoners of war, torture, hostage taking, unjustified destruction of civilian
property, deceitful falsehood, wartime sexual violence, looting, and any
command directives approving mass Killings, including genocide or ethnic
cleansing. It also includes the refusal to provide housing upon surrender, the
recruitment of children into the army, and the disregard of legal distinctions of
proportionality and military need.

The Russian-Ukrainian war has opened a new page of human rights
violations and war crimes. The war, which has lasted almost two years, has
already left its mark on the history of humanity.

The rights of people in the Ukrainian territories occupied by Russia are
constantly being violated. The world is constantly shaken by reports of the
terrible consequences of their war crimes, evidence of which can be found in
the de-occupied territories. For example, law enforcement officers discovered a
torture chamber in a children’s sanatorium in Bucha. In addition, international
forensic experts established that the occupiers used small metal darts, which
were used since the First World War to attack infantry. It was they who caused
the death of dozens of civilians [1].
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
