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PODWYŻKA POZIOMU ŚWIADOMOŚCI UKRAIŃSKIEJ ELITY - DROGA PRZEZWYCIĘŻENIA KORUPCYJNEGO DELIKTU
ПІДВИЩЕННЯ РІВНЯ СВІДОМОСТІ УКРАЇНСЬКОЇ ЕЛІТИ - ШЛЯХ ПОДОЛАННЯ КОРУПЦІЙНОГО ДЕЛІКТУ

З’ясовано, що корупційний делікт багатоаспектне соціально-економічне, політичне, правове та моральне явище, що складається з цілого комплексу протиправних дій і неетичних вчинків. Згідно соціального закону в боротьбі із корупційним деліктом піднесення потреб є позитивним передовсім шляхом їх ошляхетнення, одухотворення еліт у суспільстві. Корупційний делікт, як правило, не тягне за собою скарг, оскільки сторони одержують взаємну вигоду від протиправного діяння, латентність його основна особливість.

Выяснено, что коррупционный деликт многоаспектное социально-экономическое, политическое, правовое и моральное явление, которое состоит из целого комплекса противоправных действий и неэтичных поступков. Согласно социального закона преодоление коррупционного деликта происходит путем подъема воспитания, одухотворение элит в обществе. Коррупционный деликт, как правило, не тянет за собой жалобы, поскольку стороны получают взаимную выгоду от противоправного деяния, латентность его основная особенность.

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THE RISE OF CONSCIOUSNESS LEVEL OF UKRAINIAN ELITE – THE WAY TO OVERCOME THE CORRUPTION DELICT


One could affirm that corruption delict as a manifestation of social deviation affects the tempo of economic development of the state, government and society in general. Corruption delict is a complex antisocial phenomenon. For centuries, it "accompanies" economic and cultural development of all countries in the world. The scale and the results of corruption require from the appropriate national and international institutions and organizations the continual and deep analysis of its causes in order to neutralize and to develop activities to overcome it.

The question of the origin and nature of consciousness is associated with the consideration of the matter, which is capable for self-movement and self-development. The last one resulted the ability to understand the nature of consciousness as a property of highly organized matter and the need for our analysis and the search for understanding of consciousness by elites. The consciousness of modern man is the product of the universe and the result of practical and cognitive activity of generations. Man's consciousness is social and this means that it appears in different forms. Reflective processes are improved and become more complex with the development of materia. Consciousness is a conscious knowledge, conscious reflection of reality. It acts as a regulator of activities aimed at achieving of a pre-set target. So, the condition of any conscious act of a man is a wish to reach the aim. In such a way actions become reality. In the process of the activity people enter into various forms of relationships in society. Because of the relationships the person becomes sociality and also reinforces and enhances the skills, which will be transmitted to future generations. So, not only the transfer of normalized legal, moral and cultural forms of behavior is possible but also their breaking. Consciousness is a focused reflection of the outside world, and it’s like a tool for human’s regulating and controlling its relationships with reality. Consciousness, first of all, is great knowledge.
An important part of consciousness is self-consciousness. It is focused on analysis, understanding and holistic assessment of the person's own knowledge, thoughts and interests, etc. A motivational and volitional sphere of consciousness consists of motives, interests and needs of the subject in unity with the abilities to achieve goals. Thus, we conclude that consciousness is a necessary condition for human organization and reproduction, which is based on certain interests. For the realization of the interests of the community the civil society is required. Civil society is permanently functioning organization of people, united around self-selected moral and political goals. To implement the principles of civil society the elite is needed. It is called to serve as equalizer of the levels of individual regions in national and spiritual values, national identity, historical memory, traditions and as a consolidator of the nation in political, regional, linguistic and cultural aspects. There is no united civil society and no formed elite in Ukraine. The current situation in the country allows the revival and the establishing of civil society and elite that will rebuild the power and majesty of Ukraine.
For the revival of elite it is necessary to overcome the negative appearance of behavior in society by its citizens, such as corruption delict. Research of the corruption delict is determined primarily by the parameters of the transformation of the Information Society, which in its forward movement draws into its orbit a huge territory and tens of millions of people in the different corners of our planet. With the unprecedented rates in the history of human civilization millions of inhabitants communicate in economic, political, personal relationships, etc. They require radical revision of approaches tested during thousands of years when the determining factors in solving the emerging problems were the power methods including the police. However, the modern level of technology suggests that even the power methods of local character are dangerous for the mankind and increasingly lose their role in international relations. The formation of a new type of social relationships may be based solely on the legal relations, system of legislative and normative acts, whose main task will be regulatory power with a relative reduction of repressive method.  
Such a transformation can be implemented in communities where the legal system is transformed into the forming of the world outlook systems of society that considers legislative norms as adequate tool for social needs of behavioral patterns for every member of the community without exception. However, there is no state which faced no attempts of breaking the established norms, and in most cases - for their own selfish interests. However, these kinds of disorder have significant differences at different levels of social hierarchy. The upper social strata, with some resource support, seek to corrupt members of the upper echelons of power that actually serves a fundamental factor of corruption. Parallel the illegal act or its omission of officials is like the chain reaction. It is transferred to the lower levels of the bureaucratic hierarchy; often it involves in its orbit the entire social strata, and so there increases the powerful social problem. However, this kind of violation of the law norms is possible only by two social factors.
The first is that corruptive actions in social scale are possible only with the so-called collective responsibility of officials, when usually these processes involve the most influential groups. However, the degree of their involvement in acts of corruption varies significantly, same as the level of their actually illegal profits. Moreover, the top management echelon (because of incompetence or deliberately) creates a favorable climate of corruption in society and forms the corruption pyramid, which punish severely for trying to break the rules of the established system. It is possible only within those communities where society for various reasons lost the control under the bureaucratic apparatus, allowing him to be transformed into an independent and single level from the own society with its own interests. An extreme expression of this kind of process is when the state body begins to act in selfish interests of the bureaucracy. It is inherently unable to understand the strategic goals of society, but its actions lead to its stagnation. 
One could affirm that corruption delict as a manifestation of social deviation affects the tempo of economic development of the state, government and society in general. Corruption delict is a complex antisocial phenomenon. For centuries, it "accompanies" economic and cultural development of all countries in the world. The scale and the results of corruption require from the appropriate national and international institutions and organizations the continual and deep analysis of its causes in order to neutralize and to develop activities to overcome it.
It was found out that corruption delict is multidimensional socio-economic, political, legal and moral phenomenon that consists of a set of illegal acts and unethical behavior. According to social law in the fight against corruption there is a positive way, such as the rise of necessities for the inspiration elites in society. Corruption delict usually does not entail the complaints because the parties get mutual benefit from illegal acts, where the Latency is its main feature.

Thus, corruption delict - is a contravention of law by a person, who violates ethical, moral, legal, and etc. rules and standards of behavior that exist in the society for their own useful purposes.
Political and ethical views marked by at least three key ideas of corruption delict:

a) realistic justification of immorality, because if one plans to stay in a power he gets the ability to be unfair and to use it, or not; it is based on need;
b) the proof that the requirements of rational argumentation are usually not located in the plane of moral reasoning (immoralizm);

c) the hope, that with the time there will come eventually such a policy where authorities can guarantee to the citizens their freedom, justice and selflessness.

Humanity does not have until now enough awareness to build a society where even in social relations, and especially in the economy, would be no coercion. When the freedom is restricted, there will be those who ignore these restrictions for the self-interest. Corruption delict and restrictions on freedom are the parts of the same mechanism. As the violence (in the broad sense) in the economic sphere is present always and everywhere - the tax and licensing systems, customs, etc., in such a way to the corruption delict could be predicted an eternal life. Corruption delict within the meaning of the abuse of power to obtain material goods is an integral part of the economy of any country. This may give the idea that although modern rich nations were once among the most motivated in achieving goals (before they reached development); now, as John Adams predicted, their wealthy citizens oriented to reach the aims unrelated to work (music, art or literature) to become in the terminology of Ronald Inglehart “post-materialists”. From the other side, the elite and the middle class in less developed countries, aware of their inferior economic status, may have a higher level of motivation on achievement. Corruption delict is possible to overcome by the education of moral rights and religion.
There are two approaches to the analysis of corruption delict. The first, the corruption delict is an evil, it destroys the effectiveness of the state, and as a result, prevents economic growth; second, the corruption delict is a tribute to be paid to the economic agents by officials-bureaucrats for work in conditions of freedom from regulation and control.

An attempt to use corruption delict is depriving the governing apparatus of opportunities to lead "their" policy, creating conditions in which the average citizen does not depend on laws, but on the arbitrary. So, the major aspect of corruption delict is its mandatory impact on the power structure for profitable adjusting of political and social processes which takes place in society. Clarification of the nature of corruption delict seeks to identify the forms of its manifestation. Our research gives many reasons to assert that they acquire various forms which are adequate to the level of cultural development of society. It can appear not only in the selfish abuse of power, but in embezzlements and other economic crimes in order to satisfy personal interests. In particular, the satisfaction of selfish interests, as well as other motives, is the most characteristic for corruption delict. The forms of manifestations of corruption delict are investing of commercial structures at the expense of others, giving the concessional loans, illegal privatization of property and land, donations to political goals, hidden participation of officials in the commercial and business activities, and others. 
Most experts agree that the main cause of corruption delict is the imperfection of the institutions that provide internal and external mechanisms for permits and prohibitions, as well as for other different services. Lack of knowledge or misunderstanding of the population of their rights allows officials arbitrarily block the realization of the administrative procedures or inflate the appropriate payments. Dependence of standards and principles that underlie the work of the bureaucratic apparatus, professional incompetency of the bureaucracy, nepotism and patronage, thus forming personal relationships (secret agreements) that weaken the mechanisms of control and preventing of corruption delict. Not enough informed and developed civil society is the foundation for insufficient influence on effective control of the authorities, that is, the regulation of the same activities through various authorities. 
Democracy is able to curb corruption delict only when it gives to ordinary citizens the opportunity to contact authorities with their complaints and claims, and to officials - an incentive for honest behavior. Socio-cultural mechanism of eradication of corruption delict caused directly by transformational dynamics of consciousness (society and person) from the integrated totalitarian to liberal-democratic sample. During this process occurs deep change of "mental image" of the human dignity. Free democratic mentality of citizen of the strong sovereign country does not accept the humiliation of the dignity by any actions and extortions of corrupt bureaucracy. Only such a socio-cultural environment and political system can overcome corruption delict deep in the roots. 
Corruption delict - is ambiguous, very common social phenomenon that exists in many forms, and has different motivations and consequences. Corruption delict is an activity or deliberate inactivity that results the violation of legal and moral principles, the use of state and public positions for illegal enrichment or receiving benefits which abuse the rights of other social actors: state, non-governmental organizations and institutions, groups and specific persons. 
Public risk of corruption delict is extremely high. We conclude that corruption delict performs exceptionally detrimental effect on the economy and politics, undermines the effectiveness of all kinds of administrative decisions and programs, cripples to the state of morality in society, lowers the confidence of the citizens to the officials, and the last is that the authority of the government destroys the principle of fair justice. 
Citizens must know their rights and fight for their implementation, namely to monitor the violations and not to be afraid to inform the responsible organizations about such actions. Also it is important to inform the inspections and government departments about infringements of law, norms or substandard services. Such actions are civilized background and necessity for the modern space, which dictates choice, exchange and information. Each citizen of Ukraine should reboot itself to the legal actions; if there is a law it is necessary that everyone follows it and does not seek possible ways to avoid penalties. 
Thus, considering the above, we can conclude following:

First, the differences in the views of various researchers about the development of the phenomenon of corruption in Ukrainian society caused by different kinds of aspects, like  socio- political, or criminological facts which are responsible for the definition of corruption. 
Second, it should be noted that the main social aspect of the corruption delict in Ukrainian society is its social origin.

Third, despite these radical differences, Ukrainian researchers have common thoughts on the main factors affecting the development of corruption and corruption delict.
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
