meaningful understandings of what they do, and is a response to, coordinated with, or oriented
toward the actions of other people. Sociologists thus distinguish social action both from things that
people do without conscious intention or self-awareness, that are completely automatic or deter-
mined by external causes, and from things people do entirely by themselves, without
communication or effect on each other. Accidents, even car crushes that injure other people, are
generally not social actions precisely because they are accidental; unless a car crash is intentional, it
is not really an action. Scrambling your eggs instead of frying them is an action, but unless you
have company for breakfast, it is not social action. Social structure refers to the relatively stable and
enduring patterns that organize social relationships and provide the basic framework for what we
call "society". Social structure limits our freedom to act in some way, but it also frees us to act by
enabling us to coordinate our actions with those of other people.
