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LISTENING IN A STUDYING OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE

While listening to a native speaker you can`t understand him, but hear only separate sounds. During our conversation we can feel ourselves that it is difficult to choose the proper words to answer or to support the conversation. A such situation can happen with everybody in spite of the person is good at reading, knowing a vocabulary and translating. Listening is a vital skill for learning language. Researching shows, while communicating we spend approximately 40-50% of our time to listen, 25-30% to speak, 11-16% to read and only 9% to write. All of these things will come if you have had so much exposure to the language that you understand it when it is spoken by a native speaker” (Steve Kauffman). “Listening is a complex skill which operates at various levels. We can listen to foreign language in different ways: watch films, listen to music and speech of famous people. In the world of language learning I often hear that foreign language movies are a golden ticket to success. But are foreign language movies really a great way to learn a language?
