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VIOLENCE AS A SOCIAL-PSYCHOLOGICAL PROBLEM

The problem of violence against the child has been closed for discussion and covered for a long time. There were no statistical data on victims and possible solutions to this problem. For the last decade violence against a child in a family has been recognized by a society and academics as a serious and large-scale problem that generates a host of other socio-psychological, individual and social issues. The scientists realized that it was not enough to punish the perpetrators, but it was necessary to work with those who committed violence, and also to rehabilitate the victim (the child) [1].

The socio-psychological aspects of the problem of violence, the specific of family violence, the influence of violence on the development of a person are being studied at the moment. Methodical recommendations for prevention of domestic violence and assistance to victims of domestic violence are being developed [2].

It has been proved that children who perceived cruelty and violence subconsciously seek to recreate their life experience in adulthood because they do not know another model of behavior. Consequences of violence can be predispositions to alcoholism, deviant and asocial behavior.

Almost all children who have suffered from ill-treatment and disparaging treatment have experienced a mental trauma, as a result of which they develop with certain personal, emotional and behavioral characteristics, which adversely affect their later life.

Children who have undergone various forms of violence themselves are aggressive, which often spill over to the weaker: younger children, animals. Often, their aggressiveness is manifested in the game, and sometimes the outbreaks of their anger do not have apparent cause [3].

Some of them, on the contrary, are overly passive, can not protect themselves. And in that, and in another case, contact is broken, communication with peers. In neglected, emotionally deprived children, the desire to attract attention in any way sometimes manifests itself in the form of bold, eccentric behavior.

Girls often begin to engage in prostitution, boys may be subject to sexual orientation. Later they will experience difficulties in creation of their own families; they can not give their children enough affection, because of its lack.

As stated above, any type of violence against children and adolescents makes their behavior unattractive and even dangerous to society. 

The problem of violence against children and its consequences takes an important place among other topical issues of psychological science [4].

Undoubtedly, it is far from being solved and requires new research programs, original methodological approaches and close attention to the specifics of psycho-corrective work with children who have experienced violence.
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
