4.6. The Total Semester Grade Value is entered into the Examination/Test register and into a student’s record book in values, National Scale Grades and ECTS Scale grades.

4.7. The Total Semester Grade is entered into a student’s record book and student learning card, such as: 92/Ex./A, 87/Good/V, 79/Good/S, 68/Sat./D, 65/Sat./E etc.
4.8. The total grade is the discipline that is taught for several semesters, is defined as the arithmetic average score of Total Semester assessments in points (with the discipline  - for the first and second semesters) with its further conversion into the evaluation of national scale and scale ECTS.

Defined total grade is entered into a student’s diploma supplement.
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
