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1. EXPLANATORY NOTE

The curriculum of the academic discipline "Constitutional Law of Ukraine" is developed on the basis of "Methodological Guidelines for the Development and Design of Educational and Working Curriculum Programs of disciplines", put into effect by the order of 16.06.2015. №37 /o .
This subject is the theoretical basis of a set of knowledge of skills that form the legal profile of a specialist in the field of legal regulation of constitutional relations, which is the basis of the state system of the country.
The purpose of this subject’s teaching is the formation of a certain level of the legal culture of a lawyer, on the basis of mastering of legal knowledge, skills and skills from the academic discipline "Constitutional Law of Ukraine" and the possibilities of their practical application.
The objectives of teaching of the subject of the discipline "Constitutional Law of Ukraine" are as follows:
1) to form an appropriate level of the general outlook of the future lawyer;
2) equip him with theoretical legal knowledge and skills;
3) to ensure the readiness of future lawyers for the practical use of the knowledge and skills acquired;
4) to inculcate respect for the law.
As a result of studying of this subject student must:
Know:

- the main provisions of the theory and practice of constitutionalism;
- the system and content of the main constitutional and legal institutions;
- history and historical concepts of constitutional law;
- its normative consolidation in the constitutional legislation of Ukraine;
- a mechanism for the implementation and protection of constitutional and legal norms and institutions;
- sources, structure and place of the discipline in the system of national law;
- the latest approaches of science; peculiarities of constitutional and legal responsibility.
Be able to:

- analyze the rules of various constitutional and legal acts;
- to synthesize international legal acts and provisions of internal constitutional law;
- apply a normative base on constitutional law for solving scientific and practical tasks;
- apply general theoretical knowledge, taking into account the specifics of the constitutional legislation for the correct coverage and disclosure of this topic.
The academic material of the subect is structured modularly and consists of two training modules, namely:
· educational module №1 "Principles of the Constitutional System of Ukraine"
· educational module №2 "Constitutional and legal status and powers of state authorities and local self-government", each of which is a logically complete, relatively independent, integral part of the academic discipline, the mastering of which involves modular control work and analysis of the results of its implementation.

A separate third module is the Term Paper (TP) that a student performs in the third semester. The TP is an important part of consolidating and deepening the theoretical and practical knowledge and skills acquired by the student in the process of mastering the discipline's educational material.
The subject "Constitutional Law of Ukraine" is based on knowledge of such disciplines as "Theory of State and Law", "State (Constitutional) Law of Foreign Countries", "Administrative Law", "Financial Law" and others.
2. CONTENT OF SUBJECT
2.1. Module №1 "Principles of the Constitutional System of Ukraine".

Subject 2.1.1. Constitutional law as a branch of law, science and academic discipline.
The concept and subject of the constitutional law. The place and role of constitutional law in the system of national law of Ukraine. Constitutional legal norms and their specifics. Grounds for the classification of constitutional and legal norms. Subject and system of science of constitutional law. Sources of science of constitutional law.

Subject 2.1.2. System of sources of constitutional law of Ukraine. Constitutional and legal relations and responsibilities in the constitutional law
Concept and specificity of constitutional-legal relations. Subjects of constitutional-legal relations. Objects of constitutional-legal relations. Concept and system of sources of constitutional law of Ukraine. Responsibility in constitutional law.
Subject 2.1.3. The Constitution of Ukraine and its development.

Concept and subject of the constitution. Types of constitutions. Basic provisions of the theory of constitution. Features and legal properties of the constitution. Protection of the constitution. History of constitutional development of Ukraine. The main stages of the newest constitutional reform in Ukraine. General characteristics of the Constitution of Ukraine.

Subject 2.1.4. Constitutional order and its securing in the Constitution of Ukraine.

Concept of the constitutional system and its relation with the state system. The consolidation of the general principles of the constitutional order in the Constitution of Ukraine. Principles of the constitutional order as a general constitutional and legal institute. Humanistic and democratic principles of the constitutional system of Ukraine. People's sovereignty and its relationship with national and state sovereignty. The constitutional consolidation of the principle of popular sovereignty and the form of the exercise of democracy. The form of government and the form of the state system of Ukraine in accordance with the 1996 Constitution. Ukraine is a sovereign and independent, democratic, legal, social state. The 1996 Constitution on the main functions and responsibilities of the Ukrainian state. Political, economic and social principles of the constitutional order of Ukraine.
Subject 2.1.5. Fundamentals of legal status and rights of human and citizen. Ukrainian Citizenship. Legal status of foreigners and stateless people. Status of refugees
Fundamentals of the legal status of human and citizen as a general constitutional and legal institution. Basic principles of the legal status of a person and their constitutional consolidation. Citizenship of Ukraine: notions and signs. Principles of citizenship of Ukraine. Recognition, Acquisition and Termination of Ukrainian Citizenship. Powers of organs, organizations and officials in resolving issues of citizenship of Ukraine. Implementation of decisions taken on matters of citizenship of Ukraine. The notion of the legal status of foreigners and stateless persons. Legal regulation of stay of foreigners and stateless persons in Ukraine. Responsibility of foreigners and stateless persons for violation of the laws of Ukraine. Legal status of refugees in Ukraine.

Subject 2.1.6. Constitutional rights, freedoms and duties of a human and a citizen.

The concept, nature and features of the constitutional rights, freedoms and responsibilities of human and citizen. Classification of constitutional rights and freedoms of human and citizen. Economic, cultural rights and freedoms. Personal rights and freedoms. Political rights and freedoms. Constitutional guarantees of protection and practical implementation of human and civil rights and freedoms. Constitutional duties of a human and a citizen.

Subject 2.1.7. Outpouring of popular will.

Concept of elections and their social function. Types of elections. Election rights and electoral system. Feature of the electoral system of Ukraine. Constitutional principles of the electoral law of Ukraine. Election process in Ukraine: concepts and stages, legislative regulation of the stages of the electoral process. Relevance for violating the electoral rights of citizens. The principle of free elections and the possibility of limiting it.

Subject 2.1.8. Referendum in Ukraine

Concept and social function of the referendum. Types of referendums. The subject of the referendum. Appointment and holding of referendums. Organization and holding of an all-Ukrainian referendum. Legal consequences of an all-Ukrainian referendum.

2.2. Module №2 «Constitutional and legal status and powers of state authorities and local self-government»

Subject 2.2.1. Constitutional system of state authority.

Constitutional and legal regulation of issues of organization and activities of state authorities. Concepts and features of the state authority. Constitutional system of state authorities of Ukraine. Principles of organization and activity of state authority of Ukraine and their consolidation in the Constitution of Ukraine.

Subject 2.2.2. The constitutional and legal status of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.

The Verkhovna Rada is the parliament of Ukraine. Concepts and signs of parliament. Types of parliaments. Numerical composition and structure of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. Terms of office of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. Early termination of powers of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. Competence of the Verkhovna Rada. Acts of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. Status of People's Deputy of Ukraine. Commissioner of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine on Human Rights: functions and powers. Constitutional and legal status of the Accounting Chamber of Ukraine.

Subject 2.2.3. Legislative process in Ukraine

Session of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. Consideration of issues at the plenary sessions of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. Committees and committees of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine: composition, order of formation, functions and powers. Officials of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine. The concept and stage of the legislative process. Features of passage of constitutional laws. Adoption of the bill. The enactment of laws and other acts of the Verkhovna Rada. Special parliamentary procedures. Deputy groups and factions in the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine.

Subject 2.2.4. The President of Ukraine.

Constitutional and legal status of the President of Ukraine. The order of election of the President of Ukraine. Competence of the President of Ukraine. The Constitution of Ukraine on the grounds and procedure for early termination of powers of the President of Ukraine. The staff of the President of Ukraine. Acts of the President of Ukraine. Constitutional and legal foundations of relations between the President of Ukraine and other bodies of state power.

Subject 2.2.5. The Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine

The constitutional and legal status of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. Composition and procedure of formation of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. Prime Minister of Ukraine. Competence of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. Acts of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine. Termination of powers of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine.

Subject 2.2.6. Other executive bodies.

System of executive bodies. Central bodies of executive power. Local bodies of state executive power: system, order of formation, powers.

Subject 2.2.7. Constitutional Principles of judicial power. Prokuratura.
The concept of the judiciary. Constitutional principles of judicial power. The system of judicial bodies of Ukraine. Constitutional jurisdiction. Place of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine in the mechanism of state power. Composition, procedure of formation and authority of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine. Procedure for consideration of cases by the Constitutional Court of Ukraine. Courts of General Jurisdiction. Specialized Courts Constitutional foundations of the organization and activities of the prokuratura.

Subject 2.2.8. The territorial structure of Ukraine.

Concept of the territorial structure of Ukraine. Constitutional principles of the territorial system. Types of territorial organization. Concept and system of administrative-territorial structure of Ukraine. Autonomous Republic of Crimea - Territorial autonomy as part of Ukraine. The concept of territorial autonomy. Types and forms of territorial autonomy. Powers of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea and their peculiarities. The Constitution of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea. Bodies of the Autonomous Republic of Crimea.

Subject 2.2.9. Constitutional principles of local self-government.

Concepts and features of local self-government. History of local self-government in Ukraine. Territorial, material and financial basis of local self-government. Area of ​​competence of local self-government. Concepts and elements of the system of local self-government. Forms of direct implementation of municipal authorities by the territorial community. Bodies and officials of local self-government. Place councils as representative bodies of municipal authorities in the system of local self-government. Features of the status of district and regional councils as bodies of local self-government, representing common interests of communities of villages, settlements, cities.
2.3. Homework

Homework is done in 2 semesters. The main goal of homework is to attract students to creative learning activities, the results of which can be presented in the form of abstracts for specific topics. It is also envisaged for students to present lectures and lectures during classroom sessions.

Scope of control work - 8 hours of IWS.

2.4. Module №3 "Term Paper"

In the third semester, students conduct Term Paper (TP) in accordance with approved methodological recommendations in order to consolidate and deepen the theoretical and practical knowledge and skills acquired by the student in the process of mastering the educational material of the discipline in the field of Constitutional Law of Ukraine, which are used in the future. At studying many of the following disciplines of professional training for a specialist with a basic and complete higher education.

The implementation of the Term Paper is an important step in preparing the future specialist lawyer. The main goal of the students' pursuit of Term Paper is the in-depth study of a separate section (topic) of the discipline by independent study of the provisions of the relevant normative legal acts, scientific and educational-methodical literature, as well as legal practice under the direction of the teacher.

The execution, registration and protection of the TP is carried out by the student individually in accordance with the methodological recommendations.

The time required to complete the TP is up to 30 hours of independent work.
