The main aim of the global cooperation is the development of mutually
beneficial priorities such as rational use of transboundary water resources,
prevent pollution of air, development of network monitoring, information
exchange, control the passage of flood and flooding, improve emergency voice
evacuation related to earth factors, as well as exchange of experience in
implementing new technologies in solving water management problems.
European Union provide an eco-helpful and eco-friendly policy in order to
prevent existing anxiety around global ecological problems.

Resources of Ukraine and the Chamber of Commerce Ukraine, Association of
consumers of Ukraine, the Ukrainian public organization "Living Planet" and
"Clean Wave" State environmental Academy of Postgraduate education and
management to replace the wording of 29 December 2005. This point exists as
only one progressive in execution of EU standardization process. European
Union in the head of EU Parliament and EU Council adopted the Regulation of
EU Ecolabel, where the sustainable consumptionand production policy of the
Community, aims at reducing the negative impact of consumption and
production on the environment, health, climate and natural resources. Basically,
an ecolabel is a label which identifies overall environmental preference of a
product (i.e. good or service) within a product category based on life cycle
considerations [1].

In contrast to a self-styled environmental symbol or claim statement
developed by a manufacturer or service provider, an ecolabel is awarded by an
impartial third party to products that meet established environmental leadership
criteria. Ecolabellingis only one type of environmental labelling, and refers
specifically to the provision of information to consumers about the relative
environmental quality of a product.

Following consultation with the European Union Ecolabelling Board
(EUEB), the European Commission, Member States, Competent Bodies and
other stakeholders may initiate and lead the development or revision of EU
Ecolabel criteria. This criteria is vital for Ecolabel, because it implicates the
quality of goods (internal market of EU). The criteria for each product group
are revised every three/four years, and existing EU Ecolabel holders have to
reapply when these new, revised criteria come into force. Therefore, it is
advisable to consider the timing of your application to avoid consecutive
application and then reapplication against new criteria. A transition period for
adjusting the product(s) and applying for reassessment is usually allowed for
and is set out in the new criteria document. To qualify for the EU Ecolabel,
products have to comply with a tough set of criteria. These environmental
criteria, set by a panel of experts from a number of stakeholders, including
consumer organisations and industry, take the whole product life cycle into
account - from the extraction of the raw materials, to production, packaging and
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transport, right through to your use and then your recycling.

In general, environmental policy remains the most important areas of EU
activity. It formed extensive in this area of environmental legislation, nor-which
we have successfully implemented in practice. It should be recognized that the
EU is the world’s leader in environmental policy, successfully solve many
environmental problems of the continent and the world at large.

In conclusion European vision on Ecolabel is an implemented pattern
practise of adoption it in Ukraine. With the help of well-qualified experts in
eco-criteria the goods (products) the situation with eco-standardization in
Ukraine will receive high-quality products.
