Abstract

Activities aiming to support language development in pre-school education
institutions generally consist of a series of activities grouped as pre-story, storytelling
and post-story. For this reason, the younger children are introduced to stories and fairy
tales, the more beneficial it will be. This research is important in terms of revealing the
extent to which teachers working in preschool institutions use interactive story reading
methods. Qualitative research method was used in this study. The study group of the
research consists of 10 preschool teachers working in independent kindergartens in
Yalova city center in the 2020-2021 academic year.

In early childhood, shared reading is an interactive experience of reading in a dyad
where an adult and child are reading together at home or in an early childhood setting,
with the adult reading aloud and questions [Hoyne & Egan,10]. Learners who started
developing expressive language skills and reading in their very early years through
receiving stimulating literacy experiences before entering formal schooling have
advantages [Niklas et al., 9]

Another more recent study by [Ratminingsih et al.11] investigated the

[Whitehurst, 12]. The adults' role is to assist the children to tell the story.
